Section 1. Contract ApprovaL The Contract attached hereto is hereby 
incorporated by reference as though fully set forth herein, and is hereby approved 
and authorized to be entered by the Cherokee Cormty, Kansas, Board of County 
Commissioners, the Cherokee County, Kansas, Sheriff, and the City of Weir, 
Kansas.
