Road and Bridge Supervisor Leonard Vanatta reported on County road conditions.
Discussion was held on the upcoming 2021 budget process.

Sherriff David Groves, Betha Elliot, Cherokee County Health Department Manager, and Jason Allison,
Emergency Preparedness Manager reported on COVID -19 in the county, reporting no new cases in the
county. With 6 of the 7 recovered and the remaining one still in recovery. Sherriff Groves also reported a
coalition of SW-MO, SE-KS, and NE-OK.
