THE BOARD agreed to reopen the Courthouse to the public on Monday, May the 4'" 2020. (The
Courthouse was closed to the public April 6, 2020 due to COVID-19). Standard Covid-19 virus social
distancing rules will be followed.

County Treasure Raven Elmore submitted a Funds Status Report of funds available by line item through
the remainder of the year. EImore also presented a General Ledger Report Summery.

Commissioner Moates reported he had received phone calls about a Baxter Springs Ambulance that
transported a patient to Jacksonville Florida.

Commissioner Moates moved to add County Clerk, Kyle Rennie as & signatory for the CD’s held at
American Bank. Commissioner Anderson 2™, motion passed 3-0.

County Council Barbara Wright advised THE BOARD to deny an unemployment claim by an employee
who had been employed with the county for only 6 weeks in 2019.
